ENGINEER’S AND DIRECTOR’S REPORT

A. CHANGE ORDERS AND VOUCHERS

B. Engineer’s Report
1. COLLECTION AND HAULING OF SOLID WASTE
      One bid, from Waste Management, was received on November 3, 2010. I will submit a Summary of Bid for review by the Governing Body. I have, briefly, discussed the financial matters with Ms. Campisano, regarding the contracting of the collection of the solid waste. I believe that it is not feasible for the Township to contract trash collection, at this time. If no action is taken, within 60 days, the bid will expire or the Governing Body could reject the bid, due to inadequate funds and it is not in the best interest of the Township.

2. N.J.D.O.T MUNICIPAL AID APPLICATIONS

     As directed by the Governing Body, the following applications were submitted to the N.J.D.O.T.:

     Typically the announcement of the selected projects is made, by the 

N.J.D.O.T., near the end of the year. There has been some question if there will be any funds available for this round of funding. I would expect that the N.J.D.O.T. will address this matter at the same time that the announcement of the selected projects is made.

3. CONSTRUCTION OF CONCRETE SIDEWALK ALONG, N.J.S.H. ROUTE 73 – JACKSON ROAD TO EDGEWOOD AVENUE (N.J.D.O.T. FY 2008 AND 2009 FUNDING - $320,000
The Governing Body awarded the Contract to Lexa Concrete, LLC of  Vineland, N.J. for the amount of $254,966.00. We have forwarded the Contract to the contractor for their signature and posting of the Performance Guarantee.

We have submitted the Resolution of Award and Summary of Bids to the N.J.D.O.T. Local Aid Office for their acceptance of the award of the contract.

The Pre-construction Meeting has been scheduled for November 15, 2010 at 11:00 a.m. at the Municipal Building. After the Pre-construction Meeting, I will inform the Governing Body of the anticipated start date.

4. ISSUES ALONG AND NEAR 300 BLOCK OF THURMAN AVENUE
a. Drainage Study by the N.J.D.O.T. Consultant
    The N.J.D.O.T. consultant for the Route 73 Circle Elimination Project, Parsons – Brinkerhoff, issued their report, dated September 14, 2010. I had provided the Governing Body with a brief summary of the report, at the last Council Meeting. I have requested the consultant and County representatives to attend a meeting with Township officials and residents to discuss the contents of the consultant’s report and the matter, in general. The consultant has informed me that they are willing to attend a meeting. I am, still, waiting for a response from the County. Once I receive their response, I will inform the Governing Body and the residents. I am trying to schedule the meeting, during the first week in December of 2010.

b.   Improvements to Cross Gutters of Grove Avenue, at Cleveland Avenue

I had reported, last month, that the intersection must be reconstructed, in order to achieve the proper elevations. I would assume that this project would be considered under a request for capital improvements.

c.   Ponding, Along the Gutters of Thurman and Cleveland Avenues


After a rain event, I traveled along both streets and observed and recorded 


the localized areas of ponding. Due to the current workload, lack of funds and reduced staff, we will not be able to perform the corrective work, at this time.

5. MUNICIPAL BUILDING

Contract with MJJ Construction

I believe that Ms. Underwood has submitted the listing of the Township arbitration team to the arbitrator .M.J.J. Construction and the roofing sub-contractor have observed the leaking roof. It is my understanding that the contractor will be making the repairs, in the near future.

a. Possible Separation of the Electronic Door Access and Surveillance     Systems
                            The Township has not received the proposal for this work.

b. Landscaping and Irrigation System
                           I must still submit the formal request to landscapers, landscape materials suppliers and irrigation contactors, requesting their contribution of materials and services.

                           Due to the reduction in the Public Works staff, the department will not be able to design and install the irrigation system. I recommend that the Governing Body consider authorizing the receipt of bids for the design and installation of the irrigation system, if the Township is unable to have the materials and services donated for this work. The landscape plantings should not be installed until the irrigation system is installed and operational. I am hopeful that this work, either donated or contracted, could be completed by the Spring of 2011.

c. Monument Sign Along Route 73
                              I am still preparing a quote package for the fabrication and erection of the sign. I am still planning on having Public Works staff construct the architectural block planter, at the base of the sign.

6. BATE AVENUE PLAYGROUND AND FORMER MUNICIPAL BUILDING SITE

a. Change of Use – Green Acres
I have scheduled the public hearing at 8:00 p.m., after the Council Meeting, on December 13, 2010. The change of use will be from the current playground to a passive park, containing landscape and garden areas, walkways and benches.

b. Transfer of Property from the Board of Education
The Governing Body had authorized the survey and preliminary assessment for the former Municipal Building site. We have, yet, to commence with this work.

7. 
LIBRARY AND ADJACENT PLAYGROUND SITE
I had mentioned, last month, if the library property is sold to another party, it will be necessary to re-divide the lots to shift the lot line to the edge of the parking area for the library. The existing lot line is located within the main drive of the parking area.    .

8. 
REDESIGNATION OF PINELANDS ZONING AND EXTENSION OF 

SANITARY SEWER FOR EDGEWOOD AVENUE AND ALLIED PARKWAY
I have submitted copies of Ordinance No. 2010-6 and the revised Zoning Map to the Pinelands Commission staff. I have received a review and they have questioned the revisions, which I have made to the Zoning Map. I will revise the Map to address their comments and re-submit it for their review and approval. Once approved by the Pinelands staff, the matter will, then be considered by the Pinelands Commissioners. The Commission is requiring that, if the zoning is approved to Regional Growth, sanitary Sewer must be installed within a certain time period. I believe that the Pinelands will offer a limited amount of flexibility on the deadline for the construction of the sanitary sewer collection system.

RESURFACING OF MT. VERNON AVENUE 


FRANKLIN AVENUE TO MINCK AVENUE, N.J.D.O.T.


FY 2010 MUNICIPAL AID FUNDING - $180,000
I must perform the design and prepare the bid documents, in the immediate future. The N.J.D.O.T. is threatening to recapture unused funds since there is a shortage for State Projects. As previously discussed, we will be including the construction of the built-up bituminous aprons at 136 and 138 Veteran’s Avenue as an alternate bid. The Township will be responsible for the cost, as the N.J.D.O.T. funds cannot be used for this work.

MICRO-RESURFACING OF HILL AVENUE, 


C.D.B.G. YEAR 32 FUNDING - $30,257
I must perform the design and prepare the bid documents. I intended to utilize the Public Works staff to perform the reconstruction of areas of the foiled sections of existing pavement, prior to the resurfacing of the street by a contractor. I am hopeful that the Public Works staff will, still, be able to perform the corrective, preparation work.

LESTER AVENUE STORM DRAINAGE AND


STORMWATER MANAGEMENT SYSTEM
I must submit the letter to Public Service Electric and Gas Company, requesting their consideration for the granting of an easement, across their property, for the construction of a crossing storm drainage pipe, from Lester Avenue to the existing storm drainage system on the Luke Avenue Recreation site.

12.
HADDON AVENUE STREETSCAPE, PHASES 1 AND 3


(FEDERAL AND STATE FUNDING - $677,000
Key Engineers has submitted an estimated cost of $7,360 for a reduced scope of services up to the point of bidding the project. At that point the Township staff would perform all remaining services. I recommend that the Governing Body consider authorizing this work, in the immediate future, so that we can avoid the N.J.D.O.T. recapturing the funds.I had intended to utilize the Public Works staff to perform a majority of the construction. Due to the urgency to complete this project, it may be more beneficial to contract the construction. The street lights will be installed by Atlantic City Electric.

RECOMMENDATION FOR AMENDMENT TO 


CHAPTER 125, WATER AND SEWER

There have been some questions raised, regarding the responsibility for the maintenance, repair and replacement of sewer laterals and the respective physical limits. Mr. McGee has informed me that, some time ago, the Governing Body adopted a policy, which noted that the property owner was responsible for the entire lateral, from the sewer main to the building. He noted that the property owner is responsible for a blockage or damage to a sewer main, when it is determined to be a result of a discharge from the respective property. Chapter 125, Water and Sewer, states that the applicant is responsible for the cost of the sewer lateral, from the sewer main to the premises. I recommend that this Chapter be revised  to clearly note that the property owner is responsible for the operation, maintenance, repair and replacement of the sanitary sewer main, and all appurtenances, from and including the connection to the sanitary sewer lateral to the building. I recommend that language be added, which states that the property owner is responsible for any maintenance, repairs or improvements to the Township sanitary sewer collection system, when it is determined that the conditions or actions, which exist or have been taken on the property, resulted in the need for said maintenance, repair or improvement to the Township sanitary sewer collection system.

ENERGY SAVING MEASURES FOR MUNICIPAL FACILITIES

   Mr. Conklin has referred an energy consulting firm to me. I have met with the 

representatives of Powergystics, Cherry Hill, N.J. They believe that they may be able to reduce energy costs for the Township.

The first step that they would perform is to analyze the utility bills for all buildings and review the County Co-op agreement to see if they can obtain the best price from utility companies, throughout the County. The next step is to perform an energy audit of all desired public buildings, at no charge.

I believe Mr. Pratt, Esq. is reviewing Ms. Zoll’s file.

AUCTION FOR VARIOUS VEHICLES, EQUIPMENT AND FURNITURE


   I believe that the Township is considering the posting of an on-line auction. I     recommend that the Governing Body consider authorizing an on-line auction. I recommend that the Governing Body consider including the older seniors bus, and possibly some of the older Public Works vehicles. It is important that the furniture, which is being stored in the  Public Works garages, be auctioned as soon as possible, as the plow trucks are stored in the garages, during inclement weather.

C. PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT

1. SETTING OF THE SCHOOL BELL IN THE 
                    LOBBY OF THE MUNICIPAL BUILDING
                        We have moved the school bell to the Public Works garage, in the interim. It will be necessary to construct an attractive base for placement in the lobby.

2. SALT AND SAND QUOTES FOR STREETS
   We have received quotes for both materials. We have notified the following vendors of the selection of their firm for the respective materials:

Bulk Salt-       International Salt, Clark Summit, Pa.        @ $63.23/ton

Yellow Sand- Glendale Excavating, Voorhees, N.J.         @$12.50/ton

 It is my understanding that the Township, also,  has the ability to order bulk rock salt, through the County Co-op Contract, if necessary.

3.  CLOTHING FOR EMPLOYEES
   We have received the quotes for the clothing for the Fall/Winter season. We have notified the low quoters to proceed with the orders. The employees will be purchasing clothing and boots and will be reimbursed by the Township, where a different type or less expensive item of clothing, other than the quoted items, is desired by the employee.

4.  TREE REMOVAL ON TOWNSHIP LANDS BEHIND
     307 AND 309 CENTAURIAN DRIVE

There are several trees, behind both properties, which are leaning towards the dwellings. We have received quotes for the removal of those trees.  Upon the verification of funds, I will direct the low quoter, Scopio’s Tree Service, Berlin, N.J. to perform the work for $895.

5.   AMENDMENT TO CHAPTER 70, GARBAGE, RUBBISH
AND REFUSE
As you know, several members of the Sanitation Crew have been injured, while collecting trash and recyclable materials. Chapter 70 limits the size of the trash receptacles to 20 gallons, which is the same size of the Township issued recycling receptacle, and a maximum weight of 50 pounds. There are many trash receptacles being placed at the curb that exceed the container size and weight. We recommend that the Governing Body consider increasing the receptacle size to a slightly larger size, 39 gallons maximum, while holding the weight limit of 50 pounds/container. I have prepared a DRAFT ordinance for review and consideration by the Governing Body and Mr. Platt, Esq.

6.    SHARED USE OF MUNICIPAL BUILDING
    I believe that the Governing Body is addressing this matter.

7.   BERLIN CIRCLE PLAZA SHOPPING CENTER
a. Installation of Trash Racks at the Stormwater Pond Spillway
    The representative from A.C.P. has informed me that they are, still, considering the installation of the trash racks at the stormwater spillway. They have stated that they have installed temporary racks to observe their effectiveness in preventing the blockage of the orifice, while allowing free flow to the orifice.

b. Maintenance of the Property
    The representative has provided me with a copy of the current  Contractor’s Agreement, with Lipinski Outdoor Services. The agreement is in effect until March 31, 2011. I have not reviewed the current agreement document.

8.   NOTICE TO McDONALD’S RESTAURANT- TRASH CLEAN-UP

         I sent a letter to the owner of the McDonald’s restaurant and he has responded. He informed me that, immediately after his receipt of my letter, he toured the area and did not observe any McDonald’s paper waste strewn throughout the surrounding area. I informed him of the limits of the area and they will expand their clean-up to include the streets, which are directly behind his facility.

ORDINANCE 2010-11 OF THE TOWNSHIP OF BERLIN, COUNTY OF CAMDEN,AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY, PROVIDING FOR THE ACQUISITION OF CERTAIN PROPERTY FROM THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF BERLIN

WHEREAS, the Board of Education of the Township of Berlin (“BOE”) is the owner of the property located in the Township of Berlin, County of Camden, State of New Jersey:  situated along Bates Avenue a/k/a Block 220, Lot 1.01 on the Official Tax Map of the Township of Berlin; and

WHEREAS, the Deed conveying said property to the Township contains a reversionary clause to the BOE; and

WHEREAS, the BOE wishes to convey the aforementioned property to the Township of Berlin free and clear of said reversionary clause; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Local Lands and Buildings Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:12-1, et seq., the Township of Berlin may acquire real property as may be necessary and suitable for the performance of its functions, the conduct of public business and the use by its municipal departments; and

WHEREAS, the State of New Jersey, Department of Education issued a letter dated September 24, 2010 expressing NO interest in this matter and the Mayor and the Township Council of the Township of Berlin have determined that it is in the best interest of the public health, safety and welfare to acquire the aforesaid property. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and the Township Council of the Township of Berlin that: 

SECTION 1:   The Township of Berlin be and is hereby authorized, in accordance with the provisions of the New Jersey Local Lands and Buildings Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:12-1, et seq., to acquire the property located along Bates Avenue (Block 220, Lot 1.01) from the Berlin Township School District. 

SECTION 2:   The Mayor, Township Clerk, Chief Financial Officer, Township Solicitor, and any other appropriate Township employee or elected official are hereby authorized and directed to execute all other documents as may be required or appropriate to accomplish the above purpose, subject to the Township Solicitor reviewing and approving the form and content of such document.

SECTION 3:
  All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances, inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.                                 
SECTION 4:   If the provisions of any section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision, or clause of this Ordinance shall be judged invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such order of judgment shall not affect or invalidate the remainder of any section, subsection, paragraph, subdivision, or clause of this Ordinance.       

SECTION 5:   This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage and publication in accordance with law.

Lori responded that at the last meeting  Mayor and Council felt that with the Townships 100 year anniversary it was important to do something. Lori stated, that the money in that Celebration public events doesn’t all have to be spent. 

Mayor Magazzu stated that also includes the Fourth of July and other community events.
