ENGINEERS / PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT

A. CHANGE ORDERS AND VOUCHERS
None, at this time.

B. RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES FOR CONSIDERATION

1. C.D.B.G. Year 38(2016-2017) Funding- $21,000+/-

The Governing Body must select an eligible project and pass the necessary
resolution at the Council Meeting on March 14, 2016. The signed and sealed
resolution must be submitted, with the Project Description Form by March 22,
2016.

2. Shared Services Agreement with Camden County for the Planning
Services for the Preparation of the Master Plan Reexamination Report.

At the Planning Board Meeting, last month, the County Planning Director noted
that it will be necessary for the Township to enter into a shared services
agreement, to provide for the County Planning Department to perform the
necessary planning services for the preparation of the Master Plan Reexamination
Report for the Township. | recommend that the Governing Body consider
approving the shared services agreement and authorizing the Mayor to sign said
document, conditional upon the review and acceptance of the document by the
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Township Solicitor, so that the County Planning Department may commence with
their services.

| believe that the County Planning Director was going to provide the Governing
Body with a copy of the shared services agreement document.

C. ENGIENEEROBS:T REPORT

1.C.D.B. G. Year 38 (2016-2017) Funding- $21,000+/-

We are scheduling a meeting with representatives of the Camden County
C.D.B.G. Program to discuss possible eligible projects for use of the funds at
the Seniors Citizens Building. | expect to submit the eligible projects to the
Governing Body for your selection of projects. Once the project(s) have been
selected, it will be necessary for the Governing Body to pass the resolution at
the Council Meeting, on March 14, 2016. We will prepare the Project
Description Form and submit it to the County CDBG with the signed and sealed
resolution, by the submission deadline date of March 22, 2016.

2. Capital Improvements Program and Purchase of Vehicles and
Equipment for the Public Works Department

It is my understanding that the Governing Body is considering the
introduction of a Bond Ordinance, at the Council Meeting on March 14, 2016, to
appropriate funds for various street improvements and the purchase of various
vehicles and equipment for the Public Works Department. We expect to have
the bid documents ready for bidding the vehicles and equipment for the Public
Works Department, immediately after the funding is in place.

We expect to prepare the bid documents for the capital improvements
projects for construction to occur throughout this year.

3. Dog Park at Luke Avenue Recreation Complex (Camden County
Recreation Enhancement Funding- $25,000)

The Governing Body rejected both rounds of bids due to the bid amounts
greatly exceeding the available funding. The Public Works crew has
commenced with the construction of the wood fence and installation of the sand
surface. We will be ordering the park signage, waste stations and park
benches, which the Public Works crew will, also, install. We expect to fabricate
or purchase various pieces of obstacle course items, which the Public Works
crew will install.

| expect the construction of the fence and installation of the sand surface to
be completed by mid- April; the delivery and installation of the signage, waste
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stations and benches by late May and the installation of the obstacle course
items throughout the Summer of 2016.

4. N.J.D.O.T. FY 2016 Municipal Aid Program Applications
The applications, for the following street improvement, were electronically
submitted to the N.J.D.O.T. :
a. Priority 1- Taunton Avenue- NJ ' DOT /“Ritiup73 o Rampn A% t o 4007
Road- $555,000
b. Priority 2- Oak Avenue -Rouw te 737 Ramp:=t /A" to 80’ Past
Avenue- $ 94,000

| have been informed that the Committee from the N.J. Municipal Engineers
Society has submitted their recommendations of projects to the N.J.D.OT. |
would expect the announcement of the selected projects to be announced, by
the N.J.D.O.T., no later than May, 2016.

5. Improvements to Hazel Avenue (NJDOT FY 2015 Funding)

The N.J.D.O.T. has returned the signed Agreement for $201,000 for the
improvements to Hazel Avenue. A construction contract must be awarded by
June 26, 2017.

The requested amount of funding was $236,000. The estimated construction
cost is estimated to be $210,627 and contract administration/materials testing
costs are estimated to be $9,000. The engineering, contract administration and
inspection will be performed by the Engineering Department.

The Governing Body authorized the preparation of the bid documents and
advertisement for and the opening of bids for this project. | recommend that the
Governing Body consider appropriating the necessary funds.

Key Engineers, Inc. has completed the fieldwork and submitted the existing
conditions plan and profile. We have received the existing pavement cross
section core results from the testing company. We are, currently, preparing the
bid documents and expect to receive bids within the next month for hopeful
construction in the Spring of 2016.

6. Camden County Community Development Block Grant Funds, Year 35
($21,000+/-), 35 Supplemental ($11,410), 36 ($21,000+/-) and 37 ($25,800 +/-)
The push button activated openers and closers, for the front doors, remain to
be installed. We are, currently, receiving quotes for this work.
The Country CDBG Program has informed us that the grant monies must be
spent in the immediate future as the Federal agency is threatening to recapture
all funds, which have not be spent in a timely manner.

7. Collection and Hauling of Solid Waste and Recyclable Materials
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It is my understanding that the Governing Body has determined that the
collection and hauling, in the future, will remain in-house, using automated
collection vehicles. We are,
currently, analyzing the various apparatus that is available and will select the
one that we feel is
best for the Township. We expect to advertise to receive bids, in the immediate
future, for the purchase of the trash collection vehicles and carts for solid waste,
recyclable materials and vegetative waste for a hopeful award of contracts in
April-May, 2016 for the implementation of the new collection process in late
2016.

8. Street Improvements to Hill Avenue
This project was considered for possible funding the Bond Ordinance,
which is being considered by the Governing Body. The project was not included in
the Bond Ordinance due to the need to address other projects, needing immediate
improvement.

9._Bate Avenue Site (Former Municipal Building and Administrative
Building)
| believe that the Governing Body is considering the allocation of funds
for the demolition of the former administration building, based upon my
recommendation. We are receiving quotes for the demolition and testing for
asbestos and lead. We expect to receive quotes or bids for this work, shortly
after the funding is available.

At the recommendation of a realtor, we have prepared a concept plan,
depicting a possible twin homes layout, for use when reviewing and considering
this possible proposal. | believe that the matter of possible alternatives for the
development of the site be discussed with the members of the Governing Body
and Planning Board, during the reexamination of the Master Plan, in 2016.

10. Improvements to the Municipal Building

a. Improvements to the Unfinished General Assembly Rooms

| expected to complete the bid documents for the ceiling, the remainder of the
ceiling lighting, HVAC system and reconfiguration of the fire suppression system
in early 2015 for a bid opening in early Spring, 2015. At this time, | am not sure
when we will be completing these documents. | am hopeful that we will be able
to obtain bids for the installation in the 2016.

It has been determined that the Public Works staff will install the vinyl floor tiles,
after the above mentioned, contracted work has been completed. The Public
Works Department may, also, install the hung ceiling system.

b. Irrigation and Landscaping

The design for the irrigation system remains to be completed. | am hopeful that
we will be able to have an irrigation contractor donate their design services.
Otherwise, we must purchase design software to complete the task.
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We were hopeful that we can include a rainwater recapturing system for
irrigation use, which funding was requested in my request for capital funding in
2016. Due other projects, which are in immediate need of improvement, this
project will not be funded in the current bond ordinance.

c. Recoating of the Front Parking Area
Due to the need to address higher priority projects, throughout the
Township, funding for this project was not included in the current bond ordinance.

11. Application for the Camden County Open Space/ Recreation
Enhancement Funds for the Reconstruction of the Surface for the
Large Hockey Rink

This project was not selected, under the last round of funding.

The Public Works Department continues to perform temporary repairs to the
playing surface and other components of the rink.

| believe that the Governing Body is considering the allocation of funding, in
the current bond ordinance, for the resurfacing of the surface.

At the Council Meeting on February 22, 2016, the Governing Body passed
Resolution No. 2016-87, endorsing the resurfacing of the large hockey rink and
authorizing the Mayor to sign the application for County funding. We will be
obtaining letters of support from the B.T.A.A. and other organizations,
completing and submitting the application and the supporting documents, by
the submission deadline date of March 31, 2016.

12. Band Shell at Luke Avenue Recreation Complex (County Open Space
Grant- $50,000 and $5,000 donation)

The Governing Body awarded a contract, at the Council Meeting on February
22, 2016, to Fifthroom.com of Gibsonia, Pa. for the purchase of the kit for the
wood structure for
$33, 756.00. We must contact the volunteer organization, which offered to
construct the concrete foundation and floor and erect the structure to coordinate
their work with the anticipated delivery of the kit.

13. Reconstruction of Basketball Court at Spruce Avenue Recreation Site
(County Open Space Grant - $25,000)

| believe that the Governing Body is considering the appropriation of funds to
supplement the County Open Space funds so that this project can be completed
in 2016.

| am, currently, evaluating the use of a geogrid reinforcement system, which
would allow for the resurfacing of the court, rather than the more costly,
reconstruction of the surface.

We expect to receive bids for this project, shortly after the Township funding
is available.

14. Ponding Along Gutterline of Hudson Avenue at 182 Patton Avenue
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As requested by Council President Morris, | have observed the conditions,
where ponding is occurring along the edge of pavement, along Hudson Avenue.
In order to determine the scope of the work to eliminate the ponding condition,
we will take elevations of the existing pavement. | will, then, prepare a cost
estimate for the necessary improvements for consideration by the Governing
Body.

15. Improvements to the Water Distribution System by Berlin Borough
| have contacted the Borough and requested that a meeting be scheduled to
discuss the outstanding water quality issues and system improvements. The
Water Superintendent has informed me that the Borough officials are discussing
the matter and he expects them to respond to the Township, in the immediate
future.

16. Municipal Certification for Future Federal Funded Projects

We must obtain the information, from the N.J.D.O.T., for this program, in the
immediate future. We will complete the necessary documents, with the
assistance from Ms. Campisano, and submit the documents for Federal and
State approval, in the near future.

17. No Parking and Passing Zones Along Cooper Road

We still must complete the study to determine for the creation of the no passing
zone along the road. Once completed, it is my understanding that the Governing
Body will take formal action to request that the County Freeholders establish
prohibition of passing and parking along the road.

18. Storm Drainage Improvements

a. Lester Avenue Storm Drainage and Stormwater Management

1) Phase 1-Construction of Storm Inlets Piping and Temporary
Stormwater Basin
| believe that the Governing Body is considering the appropriation
of funds, for this project, in the current bond ordinance. We expect to bid this
project, shortly after the funding is available.

2) Phase 2 — Extension of Storm Drainage to the Existing Stormwater
Management
System within the Luke Avenue Recreation Complex
We must perform the land surveying and engineering design. | will
be preparing a cost estimate for the construction for consideration for funding by
the Governing Body.
It will be necessary to obtain an easement for the proposed storm
drainage piping, which will be crossing the P.S.E.G. lands.

b. Kelley Drive Stormwater Basin Reconstruction
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It is my understanding that the funds must be re-allocated for this project.
| do not see our department completing the bid documents until, some time,
in 2016.

c. Mt. Vernon Avenue Storm Drainage at the Elementary School

On occasion, the street has flooded, due to the apparent limited capacity of
the drainage system and receiving ditch, which is on the Board of Education
property. A while ago, | discussed the matter with Mr. Pfluger, School Buildings
and Grounds Superintendent.

The ditch must be reconstructed to provide additional capacity and a positive
outflow.

Mr. Pfluger has provided me with an incomplete version of a topographic map
for the school property. I intend to attempt to decipher the contours and perform
a preliminary design for said improvements. | intend to present the preliminary
proposal to Dr. Austermuhl for her review and consideration for recommendation
to the Board of Education.

Prior to any discussions with the Board of Education, | will present the matter
to the Governing Body for your review and direction.

d. Storm Drainage Issues with the Southwest Portion of the Township

| had reported to the Governing Body, some time ago that | am estimating that
the overall construction cost for the necessary improvements is approximately
$11.8 million. | have requested a meeting with Congressman Norcross to discuss
the possibility of receiving Federal funding, for this project. It may be worth
requesting the assistance of the N.J.D.E.P., regarding this matter, as there was
some interest raised by a representative that | had, recently, met with in October,
2015.

19. Request to the Pinelands Commission for Redesignation of Lands to
Regional Growth
To date, | have not performed any additional work, regarding this matter. | have
discussed the matter with representatives of Key Engineers, Inc. and have
requested that they submit a proposal for the planning services. | recommend
that the party(ies) requesting redesignation be responsible for the cost of the
consulting planning services.
| expect this matter to be discussed in 2016, as part of the Master Plan
reexamination process.

20. Tax Map Revisions
We have not completed the revisions, which were required by the second review
by the N.J. Treasury Department. Since it has been determined that the revisions
are not necessary, as part of the revaluation, we have delayed the revisions so
that more pressing projects can be completed by the department.

21. Reguest to the N.J.D.O.T. for the Installation of a Traffic Signal at the
|l ntersection of Route 73 and D6 Angel o Drive.
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In July, 2015, the Governing Body passed Resolution No. 2015-143 requesting
the NJDOT consider the installation of a traffic control signal at the intersection.
Several years ago, Wal-Mart offered to pay for the installation. | will be
requesting that representatives of the N.J.D.O.T. meet with Township Officials
to discuss this matter, in further detail.

22. Revisions to Ordinances
A meeting was held with Ms. Walters, Esgq.
the amendments to various sections of the Township Code. We discussed that
the zoning matters will be addressed as part of the master plan re-examination
process.

23. Investigation for Sidewalk Along Oak Avenue

The Governing Body discussed the possible construction of sidewalk along one
side of the street, due to the narrow width of the roadway. | will be investigating
this matter and will report to the Governing Body.

24. Investigation of the Condition of Decorative Concrete Sidewalk Along
Haddon Avenue

It has been brought to my attention and | have observed spalling of the concrete
sidewalk, in several areas. | have observed the condition and suspect that it may
be a result of the application of de-icing materials, placed by the owners of the
properties. | will continue to observe the conditions to see if they worsen, over
time. It may be necessary to epoxy the spalled areas and apply a clear sealant
to the concrete and brick surfaces.

25. Conditions of the Haddon Avenue Bridge and Roadway
I will be contacting the Chief Engineer, from N.J. Transit, requesting a formal
letter, stating that the bridge structure is structurally sound.

26. Re-examination of the Master Plan

The County Planning Director attended the Planning Board Meeting on
February 23, 2016 to initiate the discussion for the performance of the re-
examination process. He had mentioned that it will be necessary for the Township
to enter into a shared services agreement with the County, to allow for the County
Planning Department to perform the work for the Township. | recommend that the
Governing Body consider passing a resolution, authorizing the shared services
agreement and the mayor to sign the document.

D. PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT

1. Auction for Vehicles and Equipment
| recommend that the Governing Body consider authorizing an electronic
auction for various pieces of equipment, which is no longer operating or being
used at the Public Works Department.
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2. Textile Recycling

We have met with the textile recycler, which was recently appointed in
Westville Borough. The recycler has offered to place new collection containers,
within the Township, and pay a monthly amount for the container of per pound
for the contents. We have been informed that there is an organization, which is
performing the same service, within the Township, and donating funds to the
Police Department for special programs.

We would like to discuss this matter with members of the Governing Body,
in further detail, to determine the best approach for this recycling program.

3. Leaf Compost Material

| had, previously, mentioned that we have experienced difficulty in having
the composted leaves removed from the composting area as there was very little
interest in the partially composted leaves, which resulted from the inability to grind
the leaves, due to the tub grinder becoming inoperable. | have, recently,
discussed the issue with our current contractor and he believes that it may be an
issue for 2016 and the future. It is probable that it will be necessary for the
Township to haul the leaves to another municipal or private composting facility
and pay for the disposal at their facility. Due to the need for other vehicles and
equipment and the limited funds, which will be available for the department, |
have not included the purchase of the tub grinder for consideration for funding in
the current bond ordinance.

4. Possible Directory Signs for Those Businesses Along Haddon Avenue,
Between Zulker and Walker Avenues
We have provided the businesses along Haddon Avenue with the prices for
directory signs at three intersections. At this time, |1 do not believe that they have
informed us of their interest in the ordering of the signs.

5. Hazard Mitigation Program Participation
We have, recently, been informed that the Township must submit a Hazard

Mitigation Plan to the N.J. Office of Emergency Management for inclusion in the
Four County Hazard Mitigation Plan, in the immediate future. It will be necessary
for the Governing Body to hold a public hearing and take formal action on the
Plan. We have requested that the N.J.O.E.M. consider granting the Township
additional time to complete the process and preparation of the Plan.

The Township Emergency Management Coordinator has commenced with
the preparation of the Plan.

APPROPRIATING $518,500 FOR THE ACQUISITION OF VARIOUS PIECES OF
CAPITAL EQUIPMENT AND THE COMPLETION OF VARIOUS CAPITAL
IMPROVEMENTS .

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWNSHIP COUNCIL OF THE TOWNSHIP OF
BERLIN, COUNTY OF CAMDEN, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. There is hereby appropriated the sum of $518,500 from the General
Capital Surplus for the acquisition of various pieces of capital equipment and the completion
of various capital improvements including: (i) $65,000 for the Refurbishment of two (2)
existing Trash Trucks; (ii) $97,000 for the Acquisition of Various Equipment for the Public
Works Department including, but not limited to, Lawn Mowers and a Loader; (iii) $150,000
for the Acquisition of Vehicles for the Public Works Department including, but not limited to,
a Pick-Up Truck with Plow and Tool Box and a Utility Vehicle; (iv) $69,500 for Various
Improvements to Municipal Buildings and Land including, but not limited to, the Installation
of a Fuel Dispensing System at the Public Works Complex, Upgrades to the Electrical
Supply in the Public Works Garage and the Demolition of Existing Structures at 176 Bate
Avenue and related environmental testing/analysis; (v) $87,000 for the Acquisition of

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Various Equipment for the Police Department including, but not limited to, License Plate
Readers and Computer Equipment; and (vi) $50,000 for the Acquisition of Various
Computer Equipment for Municipal Offices, together with the acquisition of all materials and
equipment and completion of all work necessary therefore or related thereto (collectively,
the "Project").

Section 2. It is hereby determined and stated that the Project set forth in Section 1 is a
general improvement and is not a current expense of theshgwn

Section 3.  The capital budget is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this
ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency therewith, and the resolution promulgated by the Local
Finance Board showing full detail of the amended capital éuglgd capital program as approved
by the Director of the Division of Local Government Services, is on file with the Township Clerk
and available for inspection.

Section 4.  All ordinances, or parts of ordinances, inconsistent herewith are hereby
repealedo the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 5.  This ordinance shall take effect after final adoption and publication as
required by law.

OBLIGATION BONDS OR BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES OF THE
TOWNSHIP OF BERLIN, COUNTY OF CAMDEN, NEW JERSEY, IN THE
AGGREGATE PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF UP TO $1,795,000; MAKING

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CERTAIN DETERMINATIONS AND COVENANTS; AND AUTHORIZING
CERTAIN RELATED ACTIONS IN CONNECTION WITH THE

BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Council of the Township of Berlin, County of Camden, New
Jersey (not less than tvtlirds of all the members thereof affirmatively concurring), pursuant to the
provisions of the Local Bond Law, Chapter 169 of the Laws of 1960 of thedbtdeav Jersey, as
amended and supplemented ("Local Bond Law"), as follows:

Section 1.  The purposes described in Section 7 hereof are hereby authorized as general
improvements to be made or acquired by the Township of Berlin, County of Camden, New Jersey
("Township").

Section 2.  Itis hereby found, determined and declared as follows:

(@  the estimated amount to be raised by the Township from all sources for the purposes stated
in Section 7 hereof i$2,425,000

(b)  the estimated amount of bonds or bond anticipation notes to be issued for the purposes stated
in Section 7 hereof 1,795,000

(c) a down payment in the amount $30,000for the purposes stated in Section 7 hereof is
currently available in accordanaéh the requirements of Section 11 of the Local Bond Law,
N.J.S.A. 40A:211; and

Section 3.  The sum 0f$1,795,000 to be raised by the issuance of bonds or bond
anticipation notes, together with the sun$680,000 which amount represents the requidedvn
payment, are hereby appropriated for the purposes stated in this bond ordinance ("Bond Ordinance").

Section 4.  The issuance of negotiable bonds of the Township in an amount not to exceed
$1,795,0000 finance the costs of the purposes describe@daticdh 7 hereof is hereby authorized.
Said bonds shall be sold in accordance with the requirements of the Local Bond Law.

Section 5.  In order to temporarily finance the purposes described in Section 7 hereof,
the issuance of bond anticipation noteshef Township in an amount not to exc&dd795,000s
hereby authorized. Pursuant to the Local Bond Law, the Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized
to sell part or all of the bond anticipation notes from time to time at public or private sale and to
deliver the same to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued
interest from their date to delivery thereof. The Chief Financial Officer is hereby directed to report
in writing to the governing body at the meetingt®ucceeding the date when any sale or delivery
of the bond anticipation notes pursuant to this Bond Ordinance is made. Such report must include
the amount, the description, the interest rate and the maturity schedule of the bond anticipation notes
sold,the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.
